from the Thyme and Sage Ranch in Cazenovia, WI mid-May 2009. Therddstadlines are in relation to a
reddential, single family home in Necedah, WI in which 85 dogs and nearly 20 cats were rescued in early June
2009. In less than 30 days almost 500 animals, many of them dogs and puppies, were resenedaaiths

and, in some cases years, of neglect. Many were in need of medi@badn minor and major, as well as time

and patience to help them work through their lack of proper socialiion.

Animal welfare goups throughout the state oMWisconsin were asked to assist these animals in addition to

the hundreds already in their car And although on the surface it would be easier to say 2no%ee &re sorry

we are just not in a position to helpthat is not what humane animal welfarergups throughout this state do.
Rather, they step in and step up in times of need, assisting animals who suffered at the hands of others. They
®nd a way to ridnt the wrongs done as best they can. And | am proud to say your Coulee Region Humane
Society was and will continue to be one of theseaups.

However, sitwations like this need to stopThey need to stop for the sake of the animals who are suffering
They need to stop for the sake of our state being better than this, because we expect more for the living
beings who depend on us to be their adeates and their voice + dagycats,and a variety of small animals.
Fortunately there is proposed legislation in plathat can crede more humane conditions for the dogs
throughout this state.

On April 8th, 2009, SenatoaPKrdtlow (D-Senate District 23) and Rep. J8ifith (D-Assembly District 93)
introduced LRB-2448/2, also known as ti&dnmercial Dog Beeders Licenste Bill° The bill proposes to
license regulate,insped, and set standards of care for dogs\isconsin. To learn more about the bill, visit
http ://www.nowisconsinpuppymills.com/LRB-2448-8mith-Kreitlow.pdf. If passed, this would be ther@®
time regulations such as this would exjsesulting in a signi®ant step forward for dogs throughout our stat

The bill, LRB-2448/2, was iattluced into the state Assemblpy RepresentativeSmith on April 30th, 2009,
being assigned AB-250 as a bill number. On May 18, 200, Senator Kreitlow introdeed LRB-2448/2 into
the state Senat,receiving the number SB-208. | only share this spedi@ormation as it is irportant to refer
to the bill number properly if you decide to contact your Representatives and Senator.

- Donot leave your companion animal in a vehicl&en if the windows are cracked, the tguarature in

a car can climb well over 100 degeswithin minutes. The result of leaving an animal in a caotlong can
reault in heat strole,brain damagg,and even death. For additional inforation about this, please see a
video demonstration @ned at the 2008 Bark in the Paloly visiting http://www.couleehumane.com/hot-car-
warmning/.

- Make sueif you keep your companion animals outside that you provide them with shade throughout the
day,fresh water, and an area where they will noti® themselves tangled around a tree or bush.

- Fleas and ticks continue to present a danger to your companion animairguthe summer. Ticks can cause
Lyme disease andeas can be a nuisance to your animal and your fami@nsult with your veterinarian
about eaand tick preventatives.

- Keep any outside gercise, such as walking or joggint a minimum on warmer dag. Also, wach for hot,
soft tar on sidewalks and streets so that this does not get stuck ingathen coming in fom outside, check
paws for tar and burs.

If you see an animal in a car or one that has been left outside without shade teryeall us immediately!
